e The word of God is not debatable. (Psalm
119:89).

e God values His word more than His name
(Psalm 138:2).

o The integrity of a man is found in the words

they speak.

HOW POTENT IS THE WORDY

1. The word will never return to God void.

o It accomplishes its purpose. (Isaiah 55:11).

2. The word comes to water.

e The word was not meant to perform magic,
but to accomplish its purpose your life. (Isaiah
55:10)

e We must stay at a place of consistent watering
(Psalm 1:3)

* You can't make impact if you are not
watered.

3. The word has the ability to produce fruits and
bring forth a harvest. (Isaiah 55:10)

e Harvest is assured when you are 1n constant
watering (Jeremiah 17:8)



e God desires that you remain in the word/in
constant watering. (John 15:5)

PRINCIPLES THAT ACTIVATE POTENCY
IN THE WORD.
1. The principle of tarrying/waiting. (Acts 1:4,
Lamentations 3:25 & Isaiah 64:4).
e The word achieves desired results when you

wait.
2. The principle of confession and declarations.
e Your mouth must accompany what you
believe in.
3. The principle of unrelenting faith.
